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How to Straighten Your Horizon Line - Effortlessly

We've all heard the judges say
“You'd have a better score if the
image was straight”. This is a
fool proof way to do just that
To the left is a photo that is
obviously off on the horizon line,
Understand that when the hori-
zon line is refermed to, it means
any line in the image that
should be straight - in this case,
the line of the land, or the ship.

1. On the tool bar, go to what
usually shows as the eyedrop-
pear tool. Click hold and using
the drop down menu, select the
Measure Tool.

2. Using the Measure Tool,
click, hold and drag along a line
in the image that should be
straight. In this case | used the
bottom line of the ship.

4. Using guides lines to help -
crop the image to eliminate white
areas.
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3. Go 1o the top of your
screen where it says. Image:
Rotate Canvas: Arbitrary and
select A small window
(shown to the nght) gives
you a degree of rotation and
a direction to rotate. This is
computed by Photoshop.
Clhek "OK'

This mathod can be used either
horizontally or vertically 1o
straighten an image.
