This can be as sim-

ple as removing a dust spot 

from a picture , combining 2 

or more images to form what 

used to be called sandwiched 

images, to changing the colors 

or backgrounds completely. 

Traditional photography tech-

niques should not be forgot-

ten. Sharpness, correct expo-

sure,  composition, color har-

mony and impact are still as 

important as ever. Remember 

that the better your picture in 

the camera, the less time you 

will need to spend on the 

computer

knowledge? There are hun-

dreds of books and magazines 

on all aspect of photography 

and Photoshop. Lectures and 

classes are available at adult 

education centers and commu-

nity schools.
