The Annual PS A Conference: A Moveable Feast

Since joining the Photographic Society of America (PSA) in1993, my photographic life and my wonder in photog-
raphy has been richly enhanced, primarily by exposing me to a worldwide view of photography. Less than three
years later 1 became Chairman of the flailing Cosmopolitan Chapter in New York City, which grew over the next 12
years. In 2006 1 attended my first annual PSA conference in Tucson AZ; from then on, there was no looking back!

Being a huge international organization with members dispersed in approximately 80 countries, itis a difficult
group to pull together. Contributing to that complexity is the fact that, with the exception of only two employees
in our Oklahoma City headquarters, the Society totally depends upon volunteers to conduct its many services and
activities. Other than local affiliations such as the Everglades Chapter, the only event that brings members
physically together each year isits annual international conference.

I call it “a moveable feast’ because eachyear itis heldin a different location, typicallyin the lower 48 thoughwe
also metin Toronto a few years ago. Members are probably aware that this year we gathered in Portland OR, but
other recent locales include: San Diego, Pittsburgh, Bal timore, Salt Lake City, Albuquerque, Chicago, Houston, and
Orlando. Typically, about 450 members gather to greetold friends, make new contacts, meet with their commit-
tees, explore a different part of the world in some depth, attend presentations by fellow members and profes-
sional keynote speakers, take in-depth courses on PhotoShop CS and Elements, see great photography, and gener-
ally have a fabulous time in aweeklong whirlwind of activities.

The conference has traditionally opened on the Sunday before Labor Day, though later dates have been selected
for the next couple ofyears. On Sunday, Monday, and Tuesday a variety of bus tours are offered in the area: for
Portland these included trips to the Columbia River Gorge, Mount St. Helen's, a section of the Pacific Coast, and
downtown Portland. 1 personally prefer to explore the locales by car with a couple of friends whenever possible.
Virtually all attendees arrive by Tuesday afternoon in time for a welcoming party where we can meet and greet
each other; frequently a local clubwill present a show they have assembled about the city as well as nearby areas
that attendees might wish to visit during or after the conference.

Wednesday offers the beginning of a series of breakfasts, luncheons, meetings, and presentations that mark the
four days. That afternoon, the annual meeting ofis held; itis here that volunteer workers and especially-talented
photographers are recogni zed officially. While most meals are on your own at the conference hotel or nearby,
they ar e sometimes rushed because people do not want to miss the many presentations from members during the
day and keynote speakers at night At the Portland conference, Michael Rosenbaum, Bar bara Miller, FPSA, EPSA,
and I found a variety of talented presenters who I, as Everglades Chapter Program Chair, hope to invite to pre-
sent at one of our upcoming luncheon meetings.

PSA consists of seven divisions, which you may or may not be aware of. Color Projected Image (CPID); Electronic
Imaging/Video and Still (EID); Nature (ND); Photo Travel (PTD); Photojournalism (PJD); Pictorial Print (PPD); and
Stereo/3-D (SD). Just about all services and activities happen through these divisions, whether they are study
groups; international exhibitions or photographic competi tions; instructional services; and more. Informative and
showcase presentations in each of these areas of endeavor are offered at the conference.

The conference concludes on Saturday night with the Annual Awards Banquet when PSA’s most pres tigious award,
The Progress Medal, is presented to people who have made extraordinary contributions to photography and re-
lated disciplines. This year it went to a Japanese gentleman, Minoru Usui, for developing “Micro Piezo” printing
technology. Previous recipients include the developers of Adobe PhotoShop; the inventor of the micro chip; the
inventor of holograms; as well as photographers John Shaw and George Lepp. Also at the banquet, Society Asso-
ciateships (APSA) and Fellowships (FPSA) are avarded to deserving members. A round of parties, typically of-
fered by those recipients, close the weeklong celebration.
